Ballot counters receive the Counter’s Tally Sheet Form 1176.

· Ballot counters rename themselves BC-1 and BC-2.

· Make sure both counters have the tally sheet.

When thw contest is over:

· Judges will submit their ballots to the Ballot Counters via the agreed upon communication method.  

· A Secondary Method of Communication must be used in case of a Technology Failure.

· The Chief Judge will collect the ballot from the Tiebreaking Judge and the Timer’s Record Sheet via the agreed upon communication method.  

· Once a contest has concluded, ballots are collected, and the Chief Judge and Ballot Counters will go to a separate breakout room.  The Ballot Counters count the ballots both individually and as a group.  Provide the winning results to the Chief Judge.

· From each ballot collected, 3 points for first place, 2 points for second place, and 1 point for third place.  Add up all the points for each contestant.  Be very clear in the placements of the winner between first, second, and third place.

· The Tiereaking ballot will be used only by the Chief Judge if needed.
